Rules:

Eligibility:

Photographers who receive more than 50% of their income from photo sales are considered
professionals and are not eligible.

Only Prints are acceptable.

Divisions:
Adult (18 and over)
Teen (ages 13 - 17) Teen may participate as an adult, but not in both divisions.
Youth (ages 5 - 12)

Categories:
1) Eagles; 2) Birds; 3) Other Wildlife; 4) Nature /Scenery
Photos must be of live birds/animals or scenery/plants and taken by the entrant.

Number of Entries:
Limit 2 per category and no more than 4 (four) total entries per person.

Preparation of Entries:

All prints must be mounted on foam board or similar material Prints and mounting material may not
exceed 3/8 thick.

No single side may be shorter than 8”. No single side may be longer than 20"

No hangers, no frames and no frameless glass will be accepted.

Wrapped canvas cannot exceed 3/8” thick.

Photo may be matted, but matting may not exceed entry dimension and may not be wider than 3” on any
one side.

No names, signatures or other identifiable marking are permitted on the viewing side of photograph.

Entrant’s name, address, phone number, category, and division must be on the back of each entry.

Entries will be accepted from 2 pm - 7:00 pm on Friday February 17t and from 7:30 to 10:00 am on
Saturday February 18t at the photo table on the 204 floor of the Student Union at O.L.T.
